These fixtures are intended to be mounted to a minimum
4" x 1-1/8" deep round outlet box. The box must be
directly supported by the building structure.

Before starting the installation, disconnect the
power by turning off the circuit breaker or by
removing the fuse at the fuse box. Turning the
power off using the light switch is not sufficient to
prevent electrical shock.

SECTION B -WIRINGAND FINAL INSTALLATION
I. Pull power supply wires out of junction box.

2. Using the Wire Connectors ( C ), connect the white supply
wire to the white fixture wires and connect the black supply
wire to black fixture wires. Be sure no bare wires are
exposed outside of wire connectors.

3. Place front of fixture over fire plate (A ) with each of the
%" threaded pipes ( B ) aligned with a corresponding hole
in the back plate of the fixture.

4. Secure with cap nuts ( D) provided.

5. Install glass shades. Use 60 Watt maximum bulbs, type Bl |
(not provided).
6.  Electricity may now be restored to the fixture.
