GENERAL
1.	 To ensure the success of the installation, be sure to read 

these instructions and review the diagrams thoroughly be-
fore beginning.

2.	 All electrical connections must be in accordance with local 
codes, ordinances, or the National Electrical Code.  If you are 
unfamiliar with methods of installing electrical wiring, secure 
the services of a qualified licensed electrician.

3.	 These fixtures are intended to be mounted to a minimum 
4” x 1-1/8” deep round outlet box.  The box must be directly 
supported by the building structure.

4.	 Before starting the installation, disconnect the power by 
turning off the circuit breaker or by removing the fuse at 
the fuse box.  Turning the power off using the light switch 
is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

NOTE: The important safeguards and instructions appearing in 
these instructions are not meant to cover all possible condi-
tions and situations that may occur.  It must be understood 
that common sense, caution, and care are factors, which can-
not be built into any product.  These factors must be supplied 
by the person(s) caring for and operating the fixture.

WIRING AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1.	 Pull power supply wires out of junction box.
2.	 Fasten cross bar (A) to junction box using 1” or 1½” screws (B).  

Be sure cross bar is flush with wall .
3.	 For those fixtures where a ground wire is not attached, wrap 

green ground wire from junction box around green ground 
screw (C) in clockwise direction and thread into cross bar.

4.	 Using the wire connectors (D), connect the white supply wire 
to the white fixture wire and connect the black supply wire to 
black fixture wire.  Be sure no bare wires are exposed outside 
of wire connectors.

5.	 For those fixtures where a ground wire is attached, use a wire 
connector (D) to connect the ground wire from the fixture to 
the ground wire in the junction box.

6.	 Thread the threaded pipe (E) into the rustic cap (F) and tight-
en.

7.	 Place back of fixture over junction box with the center 
mounting hole aligned with the center of the cross bar.  Insert 
threaded pipe/cap nut assembly through the center hole of 
the fixture and thread into cross bar until secure.

8. 	 Now proceed to section B.

B.	 Socket (2)

SECTION B - WIRING AND FINAL INSTALLATION
1.	 Slip the glass cylinder (A) over the socket (B) so the flat edges 

in the hole on the glass bracket are aligned with the flat sides 
on the socket.

 2.	 When the glass cylinder (A) is seated on the fixture twist the 
glass to lock it onto the socket (B)

3. 	 Electricity may now be restored.
