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ASSEMBLY, WIRING & INSTALLATION
INSTRUCTIONS

WASATCH TWO LIGHT
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LIMITED 2-YEAR WARRANTY:  Cedar Vally Lighting warrants that its
products are free of defects in workmanship and materials for a period
of two years from date of purchase.  If within two years from date of
purchase any of its products are found defective in workmanship or
materials, Cedar Vally Lighting will repair or replace, at its sole option,
the defective product upon presentation of proof of purchase and
the defective product.

WIRING AND FINAL INSTALLATION
1. Following diagram 1, pull power supply wires out of

junction box.
2. Fasten cross bar (A) to junction box using 1" or 1½”

screws ( B).  Be sure the cross bar is flush with wall .
3. Wrap green ground wire from junction box around green

ground screw (C) in clockwise direction and thread into
the cross bar.

4. Using the wire connectors (D ), connect the white supply
wire to the white fixture wire and connect the black
supply wire to black fixture wire.  Be sure no bare wires
are exposed outside of wire connectors.

5. Thread the threaded pipe (E) into the cap nut (F) and
tighten.

6. Place back of fixture over junction box with the center
mounting hole aligned with the center of the cross bar.
Insert threaded pipe and cap nut assembly through the
center hole of the fixture and thread into the cross bar
until secure.

7. Follow diagram 2, install glass (G) using the white die cast
rings (H) provided.  Do not overtighten as the glass may
break.  Use 100 Watt maximum bulbs, type A19 (not
provided).

8. Electricity may now be restored to the fixture.

Turning the
power off using the light switch is not sufficient to
prevent electrical shock.
